Geography  

This half term our focus in Geography will be using 

and labelling local and world maps.

Writing 

In writing, we will be focusing our learning around the core 

texts, ‘Anansi and the Bag of Wisdom’, ‘Little Turtle and the 

Changing Sea’ and ‘Lost and Found’.

We will also 

be focusing on positional and directional vocabulary, frac-

tions, measures and money. This half term we will also 

continue practise counting in 2’s, 5’s  and 10’s.
