Writing 

In writing, we will link our learning to the 

books ‘A Walk in London’ by Salvatore  

Rubbino and  ‘Katie in London’ by James 

Mayhew. The children will write a range of 

text types throughout the half term. Our focus 

will be on reinforcing accurate sentence  

Reading 

This half term, the children will revisit all key 

reading skills using our core books. These 

skills include retrieval, inference, summary 

and explaining the meaning of vocabulary. 

Year 3 will also have the opportunity to read 

for pleasure.  

Mathematics 

This half term, we will learn about the place  

value of numbers up to 1000. The children 

will  have the opportunity to use  range of 

resources to deepen their understanding. We 

shall also explore a range of methods for  

adding and subtracting 3 digit numbers. 

PSHE 

In PSHE lessons we will the new year by thinking 

about community with a focus on kindness and 

empathy. The children will be given lots of       

opportunities to discuss their feelings and the 

world around them.    
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PE 

PE sessions are on Tuesday Our focus for this 

half term is handball. All the children will have 

their weekly dance lessons on Thursday. The 

children will need to come to school in their PE 

kits on both days. 

Dance 

In dance, we will be exploring the musical Bugsy 

Malone. We will learn and create choreography 

using imagery, music and lyrics to enhance and 

develop our dance making skills.  

Music 

The children will learn what the parts of the   
ukulele are called, and how to play with          

different right-hand techniques. They will also 
learn how to read some simple music notation.  

MFL 

In French, we will learn the basics of getting to 

know someone, focusing on developing our  

listening and speaking skills. 

Art 

We will be learning about British artist Lucien 
Freud and learning about how to mix tones, tints 

and shades in our portrait paintings.  

 

DT 

This half term the children will be making shad-

ow puppets. They will be developing their cut-

ting skills and then learning how to assemble 

their puppets. 

RE 

In R.E. we will be studying Buddhism. We will 

explore the life of Siddartha Gautama and       

discuss key Buddhist values. We will investigate 

whether it is possible for everyone to be happy.  

Computing 

Year 3 will be learning about how digital devices 

work, how they are connected and how         

computer networks share information. We will 

also engage in learning about e-safety.
