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Reading

This half term, the children will revise all key
reading skills.

Writing

In writing, we will be reading different folk
stories from around the world. The children
will explore the type of language structures
used in travel brochures and identify various
persuasive techniques. Children will also take
inspiration from folktales from around the
world to write their own.

Mathematics

This half term, the children will be learning

about prime, square and cubed numbers as

well as learning how to multiply and divide
by 10, 100, and 1000.

Further into the term, they will be adding and
subtracting fractions, including mixed num-
bers.
