Year 5 – Narrative Writing 
  

This week, Year 5 showcased their 

creativity through a cold write 

narrative task. Using a picture 

stimulus, children were asked to 

imagine what might happen next in a 

story after listening to an engaging 

introduction. To guide their writing, 

they were also provided with an 

ending, leaving the challenge of 

crafting the middle section entirely up to them. 

This activity encouraged the children to 

think deeply about plot development, 

character actions, and descriptive 

detail, while ensuring their stories 

flowed logically from beginning to end. 

It was a fantastic opportunity for them 

to demonstrate their independent 

writing skills and originality. 

 

 Year 6 – Hockey   
This week, Year 6 pupils have been developing their attacking and defending 

techniques during an exciting hockey lesson. They explored how to create space, 

maintain control under pressure, and work as a team to outwit their opponents. 

The session was full of energy and strategy, with students showing great 

determination and teamwork on the pitch!
