Writing 

In writing, we will be reading different folk 
stories from around the world.

persuasive techniques. Children will also take 

inspiration from folktales from around the 
world to write their own. 

Reading 

This half term, our core text is ’A Year Full of 
Stories’. The children will revise all key         

reading skills. The children will review how to  
predict, retrieve, infer and summarise. They 

will learn how to answer a range of  
comprehension questions and will be given 
time during the week to read for pleasure.  

Mathematics 

This half term, the children will be learning 
about fractions!  They will develop an         
understanding of equivalent fractions,       

converting mixed and improper fractions and 
adding and subtracting fractions. Children 
will continue to develop fluency, reasoning 
and problem solving in all maths lessons! 

PSHE

PE

DT
