In year 3, we have been thinking about the meaning of
Thusdey 16h Dewbe 2225 Christmas.

. we can spread kindness as it is the best gift, and it doesn’t
even need wrapping paper!

In year 4, we have become dental scientists! We set up an investigation to find out how
different liquids affect our teeth by using hard-boiled eggs which have shells made of calcium—
the same mineral found in teeth. We placed six eggs in cups filled with coca-cola, water,
vinegar, milk, sports drink and orange juice and will leave them for one week. At the end of the
week, we will tip each egg into a white bowl and observe the changes to its shell. Our big
question is: which liquid will damage the eggshell the most? Before starting, we made
predictions about which liquid will cause the most damage and which will cause the least. We
are excited to see what happens and learn more about how to look after our teeth.

Year 5 — RE

This week for RE, year 5 had a visit from the vicar at St Andrew’s Church, Rev Bec. We talked
about using different sources of evidence to support information and how there can be different
points of view to the same story.

This term, our year 6 students have been diving into the world of 3D design during their
computing lessons. Using Tinkercad, an intuitive online design tool, they explored how digital
models can be transformed into real-world objects.

Their challenge? Design a personalised keychain!
