This week, Year 1 have been diving into the fascinating world of 2D and 3D shapes.

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the water falls back to the ground as ARt - 4
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rain, snow, or hail, which we call
precipitation. Finally, the water collects in
puddles, streams, and oceans, ready to
start the journey all over again. It’s
nature’s way of recycling water! We

worked in groups to act out the whole
process.

In Year 4 we learned about Christianity and the meaning of a Christingle. A Christingle service is a Christian

celebration during Advent, the four weeks leading up to Christmas. It focuses on the light of Christ and the hope he brings
to the world.

After exploring its symbolism, we created our own Christingles using:

An orange to represent the world.
Sweets or dried fruits to represent the people of the world.

Four cocktail sticks to represent the four seasons or the four compass directions.
A red ribbon to symbolise the blood of Jesus.

A candle placed in the orange to represent Jesus as the light of the world.

This activity helped us understand the deeper meaning behind the Christingle and how each part reflects an important
aspect of Christian belief.
