On Saturday, the boys’ teams were back in action again playing football matches in Blackheath. As the league
is nearing the end, every point the teams can pick up will be crucial towards their final place. Both teams had
their challenges on the day — difficult opponents and absent team members, meaning difficult games and a lack
of substitutions. The year 6 team were up against formidable opponents — current league leaders Edmund
Waller. It was a defensive game throughout, with our Torridon boys trying their best to stop the barrage of
attacks from the attacking threat of their opponents. Although they went on to concede 5 goals — the scoreline
does not show the determination that our boys showed during the game. There were some amazing tackles,
some brave goalkeeping, and also some excellent passing. Unfortunately for the year 6 team, their second
game had to be abandoned, meaning they only played one match. The game against Kender will be
rescheduled to play another weekend.

The year 5 team had an equally challenging day without any substitutes available at all. The 7 boys that
played every minute of both matches worked tirelessly against two challenging opponents — Stillness and John
Ball. They dominated possession in the first match and took the lead with a great goal from Matthew.
However, Stillness came back onto the pitch after half time as a new team and started to play much better.
Towards the end of the match, Stillness found an equalizing goal, and it looked as if the game would end 1-1.
With only seconds left on the clock, the boys were determined to go for the win. An opportunity fell to Bobby,
who took his chance and buried it into the corner to help the team earn all 3 points with a 2-1 win!

The second game proved to be a pivotal one, as John Ball were only a single point below us in the league. We
started off on the back foot as they had the first few chances to score. Luca was outstanding all day and made

some impressive saves to keep the game even. Many of our players adapted to a new role without their
teammates present — Milo dropped back into defence, Malachi played on the wing and Bobby (usually a
defender) played as our attacker after his crucial match winner in the game before. He definitely put on his
scoring boots that day as, against the run of play, he managed to score again to put us 1-0 up at half time! The
second half was a defensive masterclass from Torridon, but John Ball kept knocking on the door. They hit the
post and the crossbar before eventually scoring the equalizing goal in the last moments of the game. A fair
result considering how tired the boys must have been. Well done to both boys’ teams! Good luck to our girls’
team who are playing again this Saturday.




This week concludes our space odyssey in nursery. We have been reading ‘Look Up!’ by Nathan
Byron and singing ‘Five Little Men in a Flying Saucer’. We did an artist study on Peter Thorpe,
who does rocket paintings, we used black paper and oil pastels to recreate the colours and
shapes that he uses in his art to make our very own rockets. As well as being artists, we have
been scientists, investigating magnets, we learned that they will only stick to some metals, but
not wood or paper. We found out that the fridge is magnetic, as well as part of the desk! We
have been continuing to learn about patterns and how to copy and extend them — we made
patterns with shapes, colours and our bodies. We have also been learning about syllables and
clapped out our own names independently. We are so proud of ourselves as we have made

huge progress with our maths and phonics this week




Reception

In reception we have been learning about real-life superheroes. This week we had a visit from
Dr Anya. She told us all about her exciting job as a doctor and how she helps people.

This week in the Resource Base, children
practiced counting in 2s, 5s, and 10s
through engaging activities,
strengthening number patterns,
confidence, and teamwork. Fantastic

progress and enthusiasm from everyone! 3
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Year 1 - Computing

This half term, Year 1 are continuing to combine creativity with computing! The children were
introduced to the famous ‘Circles’ painting by the artist Wassily Kandinsky.

Using the Paintz program, the children used the brush, fill, and shape tools to recreate their
own versions of Kandinsky’s layered circle designs.

It was amazing to watch their digital masterpieces come to life on the screen and they were so
proud of their vibrant artwork

This half term, Year 2 have been learning all about the exciting story of Rama and Sita. We
have really enjoyed exploring the characters and talking about the themes of bravery and
friendship. We learned about the main events in the story by looking closely at each part and
discussing what was happening and why. We then worked in groups to act out the different
parts, using expressive movements, clear voices, and lots of imagination to bring each scene to
life. We practised taking on different roles—some of us were brave like Rama, some sneaky like
Ravana, and others helped create the forest and the bridge to Lanka using our bodies! Take a
look...




On Monday, six children from year 3 competed in the Lewisham School Games New Age Kurling tournament at
Bonus Pastor. It was an interesting day for the children as they experienced their first sporting event whilst also
learning a brand new sport! The aim of the game was to push curling ‘stones’ along the floor and try to land them on
the target. The game is quite tricky as each team has four shots to make and some end up bouncing off others! They
all played incredibly well and adapted to the game as the day went on. They made some remarkable shots and
worked as a great team taking turns and cheering each other on. They played six games in total and enjoyed the
feeling of winning matches — some of them on the final shot of the game! They finished the day in a respectable 5%
position. Well done to all 6 members of the Kurling team!

In Year 3, we’ve been learning about the Middle Kingdom of Ancient Egypt, a fascinating period
that lasted from around 2050 to 1710 BCE. During this time, Eqypt became more peaceful and
stable, allowing art, writing and building projects to flourish. The pharaohs focused on helping
their people. The Middle Kingdom saw improvements in farming and trade, which helped
everyday life become more secure. The children have enjoyed exploring how people lived, what
they believed, and why this period is often called Egypt’s “Age of Reunification.” Let them tell
you their favourite fact!
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Year 4 Cricket

This term, year 4 have been enjoying PE sessions with Platform Cricket. The children have been
learning the basic skills of cricket, including batting, bowling and fielding, through fun games
and activities. They have shown great enthusiasm each week and are growing in confidence as
they practise new skills, such as placing their strongest hand at the bottom of the cricket bat so
that their hands do not cross. It has been wonderful to see their teamwork and sportsmanship
develop throughout the sessions.

This week, Year 5 carried out some research on 4 Hindu deities; Ganesh, Shiva, Brahma and Lakshmi. We found out
what they looked like, why and how families chose to worship them as well as how they show their commitment.
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Year 6 have been thriving in their recent gymnastics’ lessons, where they have been learning
how to jump safely and confidently from a range of apparatus. The children have worked hard
to develop their balance, coordination and control, practising key skills such as landing with
bent knees, using arm swing for momentum, and performing smooth, controlled dismounts.
Their enthusiasm has been fantastic to see, and pupils have shown growing resilience as they
tackle increasingly challenging heights.
