Safer Internet day

Torridon Celebrates Safer Internet Day

This week, Torridon marked Safer Internet Day with a focus on Smart Tech, Smart Choices, exploring the safe and
responsible use of Artificial Intelligence. The aim was to help children and families better understand the opportunities
and challenges of the digital world in which they are growing up.

On Tuesday, the whole school joined the Safer Internet Day BBC Live session
(https://www.bbc.co.uk/live/cdxj225105yt ) hosted by Georgie Barrat and Joe Tasker, giving pupils practical, age-
appropriate guidance on Al Technology.

On Wednesday, parents attended a workshop on Al and digital resilience led by our IT Manager, Craige Young. The
session explained what Al is, how generative Al works, and the tools children may already be accessing. It also
addressed key risks such as misinformation, deepfakes and overdependence on technology. Parents were encouraged
to take a “curiosity over control” approach, building open conversations and confidence rather than fear. Guidance and
resources on safe Al use and family digital agreements were shared to support continued conversations at home.

This half term, Year 3 have enjoyed exploring the fascinating world of the Ancient Egyptians.
The children have developed a strong understanding of what life was like more than 4,000
years ago and have been enthusiastic historians throughout the topic. They learned how
important the River Nile was for farming, travel and everyday life. Pupils also discovered the
role of pharaohs, including the famous Tutankhamun, and explored how and why the
Egyptians built magnificent pyramids. Our visit to the British Museum brought history to life for
all of us. The children have shown great curiosity and have asked thoughtful questions that
have deepened their learning. To complete our unit of learning we all “Walked like an
Egyptian”

This week, Year 4 began an exciting new maths topic: fractions. We started by exploring the idea of the whole
and how it relates to different fractional parts. The children have also been introduced to mixed numbers,
learning how whole numbers and fractions can be combined.

A big focus has been on placing mixed numbers on a number line. This has helped the children build a much
deeper understanding of how fractions fit within our number system. It’s been wonderful to see how
confidently they can now identify and position fractions using a range of visual supports.

They have shown fantastic independence, using pictures, diagrams, and number lines to recall and represent
fractions accurately.

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This half term in year 5, the pupils have been learning how to talk about familiar activities in French. They can
now express ten different things they are able—or not able—to do, using key sentence structures with growing
confidence. A key focus of the unit has been introducing the negative form, which has enabled the children to
build more interesting and sophisticated sentences. Many pupils have also begun using simple conjunctions to
extend their ideas even further. It has been wonderful to see their enthusiasm as they develop both their

vocabulary and their ability to communicate in full French sentences.

Year 6 have been writing to inform about the fascinating world of Benin artefacts, producing

explanation writing that demonstrates impressive historical understanding. Using technical
vocabulary, precise factual detail, and a consistently formal tone, the children have crafted pieces that
explain the significance, craftsmanship, and cultural importance of the artefacts from the Kingdom of
Benin. They have used the knowledge they have gained from their history learning to support their
understanding and have deepened their knowledge of this rich historical period.
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We finished our term at Forest School by celebrating Chinese New Year. We shared the story of
