Governor Update March 2026

Dear parents and carers,

Somehow, we are already two thirds of the way through the school year! As Chair of the Quality of Education
committee, my focus is on curriculum and the progress that all the pupils are making at Torridon. This has
already been a busy year for the governing board.

In the autumn term, governors had a visit focusing on writing. Governors learned about the school’s approach
to writing, reviewed a range of children’s work from Reception to Y6 and visited some Year 5 and 6 lessons to
see writing lessons in progress. Governors noted the excellent quality of writing in KS1 as a result of the phonics
programme and how the structure embedded across the school is supporting all children to write.

| also undertook a visit focusing on online safety. | had a very interesting and informative conversation with
Digital Leaders from Y2 to Y6. Pupils shared the range of activities they do online including: homework, gaming
and research. | was impressed with how well-informed they were about how to keep themselves safe online by
checking age-related recommendations, not trusting everything they read online and blocking and reporting
strangers that talk to you.

More recently, the governing board had a morning visit focused on the Early Years Foundation Stage. We
enjoyed a thorough presentation of all the requirements for the school to ensure our youngest pupils are
making the progress they should, followed by a visit to the nursery and reception classrooms. We were able to
observe the children working very hard at phonics in reception and focusing on their morning carpet time in
nursery, followed by their enthusiasm for free flow play.

At our committee meetings and full governing board, we monitor progress for all pupils as well as specific
cohorts, such as those who have special educational needs. | would like to take this opportunity to
congratulate all the pupils at Torridon for their hard work. It’s a privilege as a governor to see the amazing
learning that goes on every day at Torridon.

Boys’ Football Cup News

This week, Year 1 received a postcard from the Ift Council of Iffle, where our literacy character,
Snutt, comes from! They wanted to know how Snutt had been spending his time on Earth, so
we wrote to inform them all about his wild and wonderful adventures in Egypt.

We worked in pairs, taking turns to write sentences, which describe all the places he visited and
the animals he encountered. Writing in the past tense can be tricky, but we were careful to
include our -ed suffixes and irreqular past tense words. We even asked the Ift Council a few
questions about them and their magical world, and we hope to hear from them again soon!
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Year 3 have been learning about the amazing layers of the rainforest! The rainforest is made up
of four special layers, each with its own plants and animals. At the very top is the emergent
layer, where the tallest trees reach up to the sunshine. Just below is the canopy, a thick roof of
leaves where many animals like monkeys, birds, and colourful insects live. Under that is the
understory, which is darker and quiet, with plants that grow well in the shade. At the very
bottom is the forest floor, where it is cool and dark, and where fallen leaves break down to
make rich soil. Did you know that rainforests are often called the “lungs of the Earth” because
the plants and trees help produce so much of the oxygen we breathe! We have enjoyed
discovering how each layer is important and how they all work together to help the rainforest
survive

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This week, Year 4 have been busy creating wonderful collages of Alexander Graham Bell. The
children worked with great enthusiasm, using pictures of all sorts of telephones, from old
rotary dials to modern smartphones, to show how communication has changed over time.

Year Five have been learning about how

the Earth’s rotation causes daytime and

night-time. They have learned that the

Earth is constantly spinning on its axis,

which is an imaginary line running from

the North Pole to the South Pole, and it

takes 24 hours to complete one full

rotation. When the part of the Earth

where we live is facing the Sun, we

experience daytime because the Sun’s

light shines on us. As the Earth continues to rotate, our side

gradually turns away from the Sun, and it becomes night-time because the sunlight can no
longer reach that part of the planet, allowing the Moon and stars to appear more clearly in the
sky. This continuous rotation creates the daily cycle of day and night that repeats every 24
hours.

Year 6 — Science exploring the circulatory system

This week in science, year 6 have been diving into the fascinating world of the circulatory system! The children
worked in small groups to investigate how blood travels around the body and why the heart is such an
important organ.

Each group explored the key parts of the circulatory system, including the heart, lungs, blood vessels, arteries,
veins, and capillaries. Their task was to match and choose the correct scientific vocabulary to complete a series
of statements about how the circulatory system works.

The children showed fantastic teamwork and curiosity as they discussed ideas, shared their knowledge, and
used scientific language with growing confidence. By the end of the lesson, they had a much clearer
understanding of how the heart pumps blood, how oxygen is transported, and how the whole system keeps our
bodies functioning.
