The CUES 

programme offers a gentle introduction to understanding emotions and the brain, creating a 

safe space to talk about the NHS, mental health, and the importance of looking after ourselves. 

Our first focus was learning about the different parts of the brain and how each part has its 

own special job. We explored how the brain helps us think, feel, remember, and make decisions, 

and how all these parts work together like a team. 

The children discovered: 

- That our brains have different sections, each helping us do important things every day. 

- How thoughts, feelings, and actions are connected. 

- That people can think differently about the same situation—and that’s okay! 

- How our own thoughts and feelings can influence the choices we make. 

We had lots of great discussions and activities where the children could notice how unique 

everyone’s thinking is. They loved seeing that while our brains may work in similar ways, we all 

still have our own ideas, emotions, and ways of deciding what to do. 

It’s been a fantastic start to the programme, and we look forward to learning even more about 

our brains and emotions.

Saturday League news 
On Saturday, our year 6 boys team played their cup fixtures at Blackheath in what was to ultimately be their final 

matches of the year. Originally, the team were due to play three group stage matches, but with two teams dropping 

out (one from our group), they were left with two challenging teams. One of which was St. James Hatcham – the 

team we drew 0-0 with at the end of the league season. 

It was clear that the day wasn’t going to get any easier for the boys, as there were only 7 players available for the 

day. Not only did this mean that we had to shift some positions around but, more importantly, there were no 

substitutions available. Therefore, the boys had to play 48 minutes of football without any recovery time. 

Their first match against St. James Hatcham started off as an even one. Both teams had their chances in the first half; 

both teams played well in possession but neither team could break the deadlock. Fatigue settled in during the 

second half and the St. James Hatcham boys pounced on a counterattack to make it 1-0. The game still could have 

gone either way, but it wasn’t our day for luck, as a corner to the opposition went straight in to make it 2-0. 

The second match was against Childeric. We hadn’t played them before as they were in the other league to us, but 

we knew their strength as they had finished their league in 5th position. Again, after a short rest, it appeared that the 

Torridon boys had the upper hand in the game. Max, Masih and Ashton utilised the space well in midfield and 

managed to thread the ball through to Tommy who buried his one-on-one chance to take Torridon into the lead. A 

great finish from the team captain! Unfortunately, the lead didn’t last as, just before the break, Childeric’s talented 

striker finally managed to beat Levi to 

level the game. 

At this stage of the game, the boys were 

beginning to tire, and the equalising goal 

appeared to spring the opposing team 

into life. Suddenly, it was Torridon who 

were chasing back – and the chances for 

Childeric just kept coming. Levi made 

countless amazing saves but, as good as 

he is, he couldn’t stop them all. It just 

wasn’t to be for the boys on this occasion 

as they went on to concede 3 more to 

end the game 4-1 to Childeric. 

The scorelines and the results on the day 

truly do not reflect on how amazing they 

were. Michael and Malleek outstanding in defence – blocking, tackling, clearing and passing out as good as they have 

done all season. As mentioned previously, Levi made countless professional saves, preventing numerous shots going 

in. Ashton (usually a defender) played out on the wing all morning and played some amazing football in a position 

that he isn’t used to playing in. Masih positioned himself perfectly all game, controlled the ball effortlessly and made 

some fantastic passes. Max played his heart out, running up and down the pitch for every minute that was played – 

not only creating chances to score but also making some shot stopping tackles in defence. Captain Tommy, who 

scored Torridon’s only goal of the day, made some great runs with the ball, passed it around well and dominated 

possession within his position. This group of boys have come so far this year in terms of development. They started 

the year as a team of individuals and have finished the season as a team. Although they will be disappointed with the 

results, they should also be incredibly proud of the way they have performed and improved this year Well done to 

the boys! 

Also, a huge shout out to the parent support for this team! Not only have you all been cheering them on for every 

minute but also helping with coaching and supporting the boys through the highs and lows of competitive football. A 

special thanks to Max’s mum and dad who stepped in to referee. 



Developing early literacy in the early years 

 

 

As part of the Talk Matters Project, our oracy initiative, we will be working with Family Hubs to further support 

children’s oracy skills at Torridon. 

Raise Early Achievement in Literacy (REAL) is a 4 week programme for parents and carers of children aged 0-5. 

The programme supports you to develop children’s early literacy skills through low cost, no cost activities, and 

it will signpost you to resources in our local area. The approach helps you to make the most of everyday 

routines and to talk, read and play in ways that build early literacy. 

 REAL looks at 4 key areas of early literacy: 

1. Environmental print – 

Helping your child notice words around them  

2. Books – 

Reading together, talking about stories, looking at pictures etc. 

3. Early writing – 

Mark-making, drawing, pretend writing, scribbling, writing their name, leaving notes. 

4. Oral language – 

Everyday chatting, asking questions, sharing ideas, using new words. 

The course will be discussion-based and run by Family Hubs, alongside a speech and language therapist and 

other key members of the local community.  

Please note that the course is aimed at parents and carers for children aged 0-5.
